The island of the god Vulcan in Greek mythology, son of
Jupiter, who forged lightning and thunderbolts in his
Crater. You can discover its most beautiful thermal
pools or hike up the main crater, just 300 meters high,
where a spectacular view of Lipari awaits. An absolute
must-visit is the small fishermen’s restaurant,
‘Da Pina ai Gechi'.

Vulcano



Stromboli, affectionately called 'Iddu' by its
inhabitants, offers the chance to witness up close one
of the most striking expressions of nature’s power. You
can climb to the top of Strombolicchio and visit its
lighthouse, enjoy the black volcanic sand beaches,
watch the sunset in the remote village of Ginostra, see
the Sciara del Fuoco up close, and observe the active
volcano.

Relax in the stunning anchorages of Panarea,
swim and snorkel among the rocks and islets
in its unique bays, and visit the prehistoric
village of Cala Junco our Captain i will guide
you to the lesser-known corners of these
islands.

Panarea



The first anchorage is in Pollara Bay: swimming and
snorkeling in this peaceful spot make the day
worthwhile, which can be rounded off with a visit to
the charming village of Santa Marina. When it comes to
dining onshore, there’s plenty of choice; we recommend
the restaurants Portobello and Capofaro.

Salina



The customary anchorage is at La Canna rock, an
experience you won’t forget. It’s followed by swimming
and snorkeling in turquoise-green waters, with the
spectacular Bue Marino cave within easy reach.

Filicudi



The most remote island of the archipelago. 
You can dine at Silvio’s, the island’s best fisherman, 
who serves grilled fish and Sicilian delicacies on the
side. Alternatively, you can enjoy dinner at the
renowned beachfront restaurant La Sirena in the
fishermen’s village of Pecorini.

With its archaeological museum, one of the richest in
the Mediterranean, and the magnificent Duomo of San
Bartolo, Lipari could not be missing from this onboard
guide. Sailing around Lipari to discover its stunning
coasts, sea stacks, caves, beaches, and spectacular
anchorages offers truly unique experiences. A beachside
lunch at Attila, the hermit chef of Vallemuria, is worth
the stop alone. Marina Corta, with its lively nightlife,
reveals another side of the island.
